Hidden Treasure at Hiddenbrooke

It's been too long since my last visit to
Hiddenbrooke Golf Club in Vallejo. I'll be
making up for lost time this summer!

Hiddenbrooke Golf Club, a pleasant short
drive from Sacramento, is the premier Armold
Palmer signature course Northern California.
Since opening in 1995, Hiddenbrooke has
received rave reviews for design, excellent
course conditions and their celebrated
customer service. In fact, Golf Digest ranked
Hiddenbrooke with a four star rating.

Hiddenbrooke features dramatic
elevation changes, masterful design and at
least five sets of tees measuring 6,883 yards
from the Palmer tees to 4,843 from the red
tees. Don't be fooled by the seemingly short
vardage from the Member tees. At 5,904
vards, there’s plenty of challenge for the
average player.

Every hole is a treat, but three remain
favorites. The second hole is a double dogleg
uphill par 5 that features the risk and reward of
a forced carry. Take at least one extra club
(maybe two if the wind is in your face) for
your approach to this green.

Number 13 is a breathtaking downhill par
3 with a green that looks like a washcloth
from the back tees! No matter which tees
you play, sneak up to the Palmer tees for this
hole and give yourself the treat of a shot that
seems to hang in the air forever. You almost
feel as though you can get back in the cart
and drive down to the green before the ball
arrives. It's a rush!
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Number 16 is another par 5. This downhill,
double dogleg hole is protected by trees, a
creek and bunkering. Length is not the
problem here. The premium is on accuracy.

A magnificent clubhouse with a view
through the fireplace of the finishing hole is a
great place to celebrate your round. Head golf
professional, Matt Ochs, has a staff eager to
please and to assure you of a wonderful day.
Hiddenbrooke is located off of 1-80 and
American Canyon Road between Fairfield and
Vallejo.
