Rancho Solano Golf Course in Fairfield, California is an easy destination
from most cities in our area. The municipal layout, owned by the City of
Fairfield and operated by Kemper Sports Management, is well known for
large greens, elevated tees and greens, undulating fairways and enough
water to keep you tuned-in!

My favorite hole is Number 7, a short Par 5 at 482-yards. The uphill dogleg
requires a precise shot off the tee to set you up for your second and more
than likely your third shot to a well-protected green. Emphasis here is on
accuracy because the back-to-front sloping, fast green may break your heart.
It's a thrill to walk away with a well-earmed par here.
